How to calculate your GPA

Each of the letter grades are represented by a number, shown below:

A   4.0

A-   3.7
B+   3.3
B   3.0

To calculate GPA, you must find the mean of all of the numbers.  To find the mean of a number you add all of the numbers together and divide by the number of numbers.  For example, you get your report card and see the following grades.  You will need to assign a number to each letter grade and then add them together:

When you have added them together you must then divided by the number of numbers, which is 6.  
18.4 ÷6 = 3.07                          So your GPA would be  3.07
